Membership and Annual Pass Benefits

All member-pass holders receive the Museum'’s illustrated monthly newsletter, the Gazette. This will keep you informed
about the plans, progress, and preservation activities of the Museum. You'll read about the colorful histories of selected
artifacts, the latest volunteer activities and plans, you'll be the first to know when new developments are on the
Museum'’s horizon, and be kept up to date on upcoming events. Member-pass holders will receive unlimited rides on
operating rail equipment on regular operating days throughout the year except for Special ticketed trains and the
Thomas Event.

Regular Memberships

Individual, Family, Sustaining, Benefactor, and Life, members have the opportunity to train to operate rail vehicles on the
museum railway, operate machinery, and can vote in yearly Directors elections. In addition to the Gazette, free rides,
and members-only events, benefits also include a 15% discount on ticketed special trains, and a 10% discount on
selected books, videos, and DVD'’s.
